Program Goals:

1. To provide age-appropriate information to make adolescents 
aware of the concepts of safe touch vs. inappropriate touch.

2. To stress, to students that as humans, our bodies belong to God 
and that we must treat them with respect and protect them from 
harm. 

3. To encourage adolescents to make choices that are most likely 
to help keep themselves safe, healthy, and to empower them to 
make decisions that lessen their vulnerability to inappropriate or 
unsafe touching.
